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Minister of Social Development discusses the social work strategy
at Shargiya University

Her Excellency Dr. Laila Al-Najjar, Minister of Social Development, met with A Shargiyah
University students on campus, where HE gave a visual presentation about (the services
and programs provided by the Ministry of Social Development to various society segments).
During the meeting, HE reviewed the Ministry's vision and mission, the laws and legislation, such
as the Social Security Law, Children's Law, Social Work Strategy, and the Law for the Care and Re-
habilitation of Persons with Disabilities. As well as the Tenth Five-Year Plan, defining the Minis-
try’s competencies and approving its organizational structure and regulations. Additionally, the
international conventions that Oman has joined and which the Ministry supervises, such as the
Convention onthe Rights of the Child, the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrim-
ination against Women (CEDAW), and the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

She also addressed the strategic goals and directives based on the vision (Oman 2040) on the
priorities of: welfare and social security, governance of the state’s administrative apparatus,
resources and projects, education and learning, scientific research, and national capacities.

HE addressed the sectors served by the ministry: the social care sector, which includes social
security, social assistance, juveniles, and the elderly, and the family and community develop-
ment sector, which is concerned with women"s and children’s affairs. In addition to family de-
velopment and empowerment, family protection, and family guidance and consultations. In the
rights of persons with disabilities sector, the Ministry provides services: vocational rehabilita-
tion, providing prosthetic devices and aids to persons with disabilities as needed, granting a
“person with disability” card to enable the holders of facilities provided by various authorities,
granting parking permits for disabled, providing sign language translation services. As well as
the services provided to them in rehabilitation centers, such as occupational physical thera-
py and speech therapy. Associations and community clubs sector includes Omani women'’s
associations, professional, and charitable associations, charitable institutions, and commu-
nity clubs, in addition to charitable teams and social development committees in the various
Wilayats of the Sultanate of Oman. The meeting discussed several topics related to social care.



Launch of the university s induction week activities with more than
3,000 students

More than 1,800 students in a range of specializations and programs were welcomed as part
of the university’s induction week activities for new students for the first semester of the
academic year 2023-2024. The five-day induction week consisted of a series of meetings
for several service departments, such as the Student Affairs Department, Language Cen-
ter, Foundation Program, and an introduction to the Admissions and Registration Depart-
ment, the Finance Department, and the Information Technology Department. As well as the
Learning Resources Center, the Internal Housing Department services, the Administrative
Affairs Department, represented by the University Clinic, Administrative Affairs Depart-
ment, represented by the University Clinic, the Security Department, and the instructions of
the Security and Safety Department.
