A’Sharqgiyah and George Washington University of America launch a master’s pro-
gram in engineering management

agement Engineering” offered by George Washington
University of America at the Grand Hormuz Hotel in Mus-
cat and the Radisson Blu Hotel in Sohar. The program will
be offered at A*Shargiyah University starting in Septem-
ber 2024. The two meetings included a visual presenta-
tion that addressed the academic cooperation between
George Washington University and A’Sharqiyah Univer-
sity to offer the Master’s Program in Engineering Man-
agement currently accredited by George Washington
University in Oman. The program offers 12 scientific sub-
jects in the fall of 2024, and graduation is expected in the
summer of 2026. Two subjects will be taught each semes-
ter on Saturdays between 9:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Each
semester will last over 13 weeks. In terms of financial

cost, it was agreed that there would be scholarships for
qualified students, making the cost of the program in
Oman less than half of the cost in America. It is worth
mentioning that the master’s in engineering manage-
ment is a link between the engineering and manage-
ment specializations, focusing on preparing special-
ized managersin thefields of technology management,
operations management, marketing, finance, energy
resources, and organizational management. The meet-
ing was attended by Professor Fouad Chedid, the uni-
versity’s Vice Chancellor and Professor Yahya Al-Wahai-
bi, Vice Chansellor deputy for Academic Affairs and
Scientific Research, and Dr. Talal Al-Wahaibi, Dean of
the College of Engineering.
